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CHAPTER 4
FUNCTION OF AUDIT AND AUDIT OBJECTIONS

4.51 Subject :—Review of the performance of Audit Committee set
up for the settlement of audit objections, and
Inspection Reports.

It is to refer to this department's letter No. 13/1/92-FP-
11/549, dated the 16th January, 1992, and I.D. No. 13/3/92-FP-
II, dated the 28th January, 1992, on the subject noted above,
and to say that the next review meeting on the performance of
Audit Committees under the Chairmanship of the Chief Secretary
will be held shortly when the progress of disposal of audit objections
and inspection reports outstanding up to 30th September, 1990,
but not settled up to the 3ist March, 1991, will be reviewed.

2. The Accountant General (Audit), Punjab, bhas brought
to the notice of Government that about 8655 Inspection Reports
and 19857 Audit Paras are pending with various Departments (list
enclosed at Annexure-I) for disposal. He has pointed out that
a large number of Departments failing to convene the meeting of Audit
Committees and has also intimated about the Departments which
are not at all arranging the meetings of the Audit Committees
(list enclosed at Annexure-II). It is, therefore, requested that
special efforts for clearing the maximum number of outstanding
Audit Paras and Inspection Reports may be made, and the results
thereof be reflected in the progress reports of the next quarter.
It is, also requested that the meetings of Audit Committees may
be held at regular intervals and information regarding the progress
reports of ‘the meetings and paras settled therein may be given
to the Department of Finance regularly. The meetings of the Audit
Committee of the Departments are normally required to be arranged
atleast once in a quarter. '

3. As per decision taken in the meeting of the Adminis-
trative Secretaries, held on the 5th August, 1991, under the
Chairmanship of the Chief Secretary, Punjab, it is further r‘equestedl'.
that a monthly progress reports should be sent to the Depar‘tment}
of Finance. It is also to request that the progress of disposall
of outstanding audit objections up to 31st March, 1992, may be)'
intimated in the prescribed proforma by the 20th April, 1992,
to the Department of Finance.

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The settlement of outstanding objections/paras has, ther‘efor‘e*
received a setback. The Audit Committees though required to
meet at least once in a quarter, met only twice, during April-
June 1992 and only an insignificant number of six paras were
settled during these meetings.

Not holding the meetings of the Audit Committees would naturally
result in further accumulation of outstanding objections and with
the passage of time, it may not even be possible to initiate action
against those held responsible for irregularities commented upon
therein due to their retirement etc., during the interventing period.
In response to my last reference on the subject to the Principal
Secretary, Finance, he had intimated that all the Heads of Depart-
ment, etc., had once again been impressed upon, on 10th April,
1992, to convene the meetings of Audit Committees regularly. However,
as 1is apparent from the preceding paragraph, his exbortations
have failed to produce any tangible results.
