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13.165 Expeditious disposal of pension cases.

It is to refer t o Punjab Government, Department of
Finance letters No. 1/11/86-FPWP/16245, dated the' 21st August,
1986 and No. 1/1/86-FPWP/I048, dated the 23rd January, 1987
and detailed Instructions issued in this behalf in the past for
the guidance of the pension sanctioning authorities. It is ~
however, observed that these Instructions are not being
scrupulously followed by the various pension sanctioning
authorities with the result that a large number of cases remain
pending finalisation. The Government has taken it seriously
that the pension benefits are sometimes not granted to the
retired employees of the various Departments for years together
on one or the other trivial grounds, with the result the retired
employees have to ultimately approach the courts for getting the
pensionary benefits. Whereas on the one hand this creates
hardships for the retired employees and leaves a bad taste
against the Government, on the other hand it gives rise to
unnecessary and avoidable litigation wasting lot of time and
efforts of the Government in unnecessary defence. It is also
brought to your notice that, as per time table for the taking up
of pension cases, the case of the employee due to retire has to
be taken up two years before retirement and papers, complete in
all respects have to be forwarded to Account ant General, Punjab
eight months in advance. It will be your personal responsibility
to ensure that such orders are implemented in the above time
schedule or else an entry would be made in your A.C.R' s .

2. I am further directed to request you to ensure that
the retired employees of all the Departments be invariably given
pensionary benefits on the date of their retirement subject
to any Court Or:':ers/Judicial Proceedings or any Departmental
action/enquiries pending against such retired employees.

3. I am also further -directed to request you to supply a
list of all such employees who have retired from service but
have not been paid the pensonary benefits with reasons thereof,
in all respects, within a week possiti vely to the Director,
Directorate of Pension and Welfare of Pensioners so that the
same could be brought to the notice of the Chief Minister,
Punjab.
