Subject :— Raising of age of Blind Government Employees from 58 years fo 60 years.
Sir/Madam,

I am directed to invite your attention to the circular letter No.9/6/94-3PP11/5598, dated the 16th
March, 1995 on the subject noted above vide which the retirement age of the Blind State Government Employ-
ees has been raised from 58 years to 60 years, subject to their being declared physically and mentally fit for
further service after the age of 58 years by the Civil Surgeon of the District concerned.

2. The Government has reconsidered the matter in view of the demand of the Blind Govern-
ment Employees and it has been decided that for able Blind Government Employees, there should be no
medical check-up after the age of 58 years. However, where Blind Government Employee is adjudged men-
tally or physically un-suitable for performing the duties of the post being held by him only he may be referred for
medical check-up. Heads of Departments/Heads of Offices should ensure this personally.

3. Necessary amendments to the relevant rules in the Punjab Civil Services Rules will be
carried-out in due course by the Department of Finance.
