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who has been discharged from defence services or para-military forces on account of
disability suffered by him or his widow or dependant member of his family, under the
instructions issued in this behalf by the Government, the educational qualifications to
be possessed by such person shall be matriculate from a recognised university or
institution. Such person will, however, be not required to qualify the test in Punjabi
typewriting as specified in sub-rule (2)."

3. Inthe said rules, for rule 17, the following rule, except the last proviso, shall be and shall
always be deemed to have been substituted on and with effect from the 19th day of May, 2000 and the last
proviso shall be and shall always be deemed to have been subsituted on and with effect from the 1st day of
January, 1999, namely -

"17. Knowledge of Punjabi Language.— No person shall be appointed to any post in any
service by direct appointment unless he has passed Mairiculation examination with
Punjabi as one of the compulsory or elective subjects or any other equivalent exami-
nation in Punjabi Language, which may be specified by the Government from time to
time :

Provided that where a person is appointed on compassionate grounds on priority basis under
the instructions issued in this behalf by the Government from time to time, the person
so appointed shall have to pass an examination of Punjabi Language equivalent to
Matriculation standard or he shall have to qualify a test conducted by the Language
Wing of Department of Education of Punjab Government within a period of six months
from the date of his appointment ;

Provided further that where educational qualifications for a post in any service are lower
than the Matriculation standard, then the person so appointed shall have to pass an
examination of Punjabi Language equivalent to Middle standard;

Provided further that where a War Hero, who has been discharged from defence services
or paramilitary forces on account of disability suffered by him or his widow or depend-
ant member of his family, is appointed under the instructions issued in this behalf by

the Government, the person so appointed will not be required to possess aforesaid
knowledge of Punjabi Language.”

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Copy of Punjab Government circular letter No. 5/13/98-1PPI/3060, dated 7th March, 2001 from the
Department of Personnel addressed to all the Heads of Departments in the State of Punjab.

Subject :~ Implemeniation of the recommendations of the 4th Punjab Pay Commission-Classification
of Service-clarification regarding criteria thereof.

I am directed to invite your attention to Punjab Government instructions bearing No 5/13/98-
1PPI/11388, dated the 8th September, 2000, on the subject cited and to say that with the revised classification
of services, some categories of services which were earlier in Class-II or Class-111 have been placed in Group
'A" or Group 'B' and similarly certain Class-IV services have fallen in Group 'C'. A question has now risen as
to how to apply existing rules/instructions to the new grouping of service.

2. The matter has been considered in consultation with the Department of Finance and it is
clarified that with the change in classification of various services/categories with effect from the 8th of
September, 2000 the existing instructions and conditions of service operative in regard to employees according
to classification prior to 8th September, 2000 shall apply correspondingly to their new groupings A, B, C, and D,
e.g. rules/instructions presently applicable to Class-I employees will govern the service conditions of Group 'A'
employees; those applicable to Class-I1 employees shall now apply to Group 'B' and so on.

3.  This issues with the concurrence of the Department of Finance as conveyed by them vide
their 1.D. No. 17/1/98-3FP2/1922, dated the 12th January, 2001 and 1.D. No. 17/1/98-3FP2/224, dated the 23rd
February, 2001.
